Set back from the road on a generous garden plot can be found this two double bedroom cottage-style detached house.

Situated in this highly regarded residential suburb on the borders of Risley. A particular feature of this property is the plot on which it sits
with forecourt parking, gated driveway, garage and expansive rear garden which is a gardener's paradise with mature trees and lawns, and
various outbuildings including a brick workshop/store.

Offering a comfortable yet surprisingly spacious cottage-feel internally, with feature such as a Villager multi-fuel fire in the living room and in
the dining kitchen there are modern yet traditional-feel units with integrated appliances and wood block work surfacing and space for dining
and entertaining. Beyond this is a generous double glazed conservatory enjoying aspects over the rear garden.

Rising to the first floor, there are two generous double bedrooms and a luxury bathroom with tiled-in bath. The property is centrally heated
from a combination boiler and double glazed throughout.

Close to open countryside and many attractive public footpath walks to villages such as Stanton by Dale and Dale Abbey yet offering
fantastic commutability just a minute or two's drive from the A52 linking Nottingham and Derby, as well as Junction 25 of the M|

motorway.

The property is set back from the road, partially walled-in
to the front and fenced to one side, the garden area has
attractive ornamental trees and shrubs. A forecourt
provides off-street parking for two vehicles and the
driveway runs along the side of the property with gates
leading to further hard standing and access to the garage.
The rear garden is a generous size and there is a variety of
themed areas. The conservatory leads to a courtyard-style
patio and seating area with access to the outbuildings and
workshop. A pathway runs along one side of the garden
which is maturely landscaped with a variety of mature
trees and shrubs, various bedding and two sections laid to
lawn.
